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Possible robbery at ATM machine (CP)
key objectives
· Demonstrate proper officer safety, communication and information gather skills.

· Recognize the crime as Robbery when information is obtained from the victim.

· Recognize that they are at a Terry Stop when a possible suspect is located in the area.

· Perform a field show up to develop probable cause for arrest.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a theft at an ATM machine.  When the officer contacts the R/P he/she will be told that the R/P had just received $20 from the cash machine.  They were approached by a suspect who shoved the R/P against the wall and demanded the money.

Director’s Notes
· The role player should articulate the elements of robbery even though the call was dispatched as a theft.  There is no weapon involved.  The role player will tell the officer that the money was given to the suspect out of fear for their safety and that there was physical contact by the suspect to obtain that money.  The role player will provide a description of the suspect to the officer and the suspect’s last direction of travel.

· A suspect should be in the area out of sight.  When the officer(s) locate the possible suspect he/she should begin walking away from the officer(s).  If the officer(s) don’t attempt to forcefully detain the suspect the suspect should continue walking away.  Force is exercised through forceful verbal commands or hands on controls.
· If the officer(s) attempt to go hands on make sure they are operating at half speed avoiding injuries.  The officer(s) need to understand the severity of the crime (Robbery) and act accordingly when contacting the suspect.
