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Suspicious person selling magazines (CP)
key objectives
· The officer should recognize this is a social contact and that the subject is free to leave.

· The officer should take steps to verify the identification and employment of the subject.
Scene
The officer is dispatched to a report of a suspicious subject selling magazines in a neighborhood.  Dispatch advises that the reporting party believes it’s a scam and that they think the suspect is casing the neighborhood.

Director’s Notes
· The R/P will tell the officer that they have a ‘no soliciting’ sign posted on their porch and that the subject knocked anyway. This is why they believe the subject is casing the home for a future burglary.  The R/P will tell the officer that when they brought to the subjects attention the no soliciting sign, the subject made a rude comment and left on foot.  Give a direction of travel for the subject and provide a detailed description.

· The suspect will be in the area with some type of identification showing them as magazine sales persons.  The suspect should cooperate with the officer.  If the officer asks for identification, cooperate and provide the officer with work your credentials.
